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Louna Productions are Louise Thornton and Anna Lehr, two German-Scottish girls whose captivating storytelling abilities in their Grim(m) Tales of the Woods do the gothic tales of the Brothers Grimm more than justice. The girls make effective use of their modest stage; combining dance, poetry, theatre, folk singing, musical instruments and exaggerated props into their repertoire.

Seven stories are retold in an hour, in a performance so engrossing that the time flies in – the girls have the audience eating out the palm of their hands before the first tale has even reached its gory climax.

Well-worn devices like repetition and accent are well-deployed, adding a feverish tension to the already-tantalising tales. After seeing this delightful hidden gem, you will be under no illusion that fairy tales are just for children. Not for the faint-hearted!
